


A change of seasons is upon us.  I�m sure 
most of the ranchers are done moving and 
stacking hay so I may be a little late on this 

but please make sure you aren�t stacking your hay 
directly under overhead power lines.  �ose high 
voltage lines may be small and di�cult to see but 
they still pack a heck of a punch.  Don�t forget that 
if you do accidentally run your farming equipment 
into a high voltage 
line, and you�re 
safely in the cab of 
the vehicle, the �rst 
move should be to 
back away from the 
line until you are 
sure it is clear of the 
line.  If you step out 
of a tractor or other 
equipment and you 
contact the ground 
while touching 
any part of that 
equipment, you may 
be the path to ground 
and that can be fatal.

Hunting season also arrives with fall.  One 
thing that has boggled my mind for years 
is why every year people choose to hunt 

power line insulators.  �ey are illegal to hunt, a 
good shot has the potential to kill someone and 
they can�t taste very good.  I�m not trying to make 

light of the subject but every year we end up with 
insulators damaged or destroyed by irresponsible 
vandals.  I�m not saying hunters shoot insulators, 
because they don�t.  A responsible hunter knows 
the potential consequences of his or her shot and is 
always sure of their target and beyond, taking only 
safe shots.  �e people who shoot insulators are not 
hunters, they are vandals.  �ey have no concern 

for the lives of others.  
An insulator being shot 
almost always results 
in a power outage, 
sometimes for extended 
periods of time.  �ey 
can be very di�cult for 
our linemen to locate.  
Because the damage 
can go undetected from 
the ground, there is a 
distinct possibility a 
lineman may climb the 
pole without noticing 
it, causing the pole to 
shake and move.  �e 
movement can �nish 

breaking the insulator causing the energized line to 
fall from the pole, putting crew members in great 
harm.  Please keep an eye out for these irresponsible 
people and give us a call if you suspect an insulator 
has been shot.  Park Electric will prosecute anyone 
causing damage to our system, especially when it 
puts our employees lives in danger.
